Report about the first project meeting

All partner schools representatives met in Tallinn, Estonia, from the 24th till the 30th October. We shared information about our educational systems, our schools and the activities and dissimination accomplished the previous year. We showed materials produced last year to each other. We looked at each other school website and at the project website. We discussed possible ways of integrating project themes and activities in school curriculum and how to dissiminate the results. We talked about how to involve students with special needs in the project.

We went through the activity calender, expected results and mobilities which were written in the application form and we made some changes and add new ideas. Slovenia cancelled teacher experience in Estonia. The following activies were added:

Slovenia – workshop with candles and caligraphia

Estonia – workshop on ancient pottery, research on witchcraft and herb gardens.

Portugal – DVD on Portuguese medieval kings; workshop on medieval fights.

Romania – DVD on alchemy experiment.

We agreed on a timetable for the jointly produced results:

· project website will be upgraded by Romanian school with the following sections for the this school year (project meetings, medieval everyday life tools, multimedia material, photogallery, articles, other interesting activities). 

· all partners will upgrade their project websites.

· articles for the school or local magazine.

· a flyer on medieval everyday life tools (2 or 3 objects per school), the Estonian school will do the cover, by mid-April; each school will send its product to the other partners either by e-mail or by post.

· multimedia material with performances carried out by students by mid- May, each school will send its material to the others.

Each school will have additional special results that will be presented to the other schools in the last project meeting which will take place in Romania.

In what concerns mobilities we agreed on the following calendar:

-  13th - 18th February – Estonian and Romanian schools will participate in a teacher exchange in Portugal

· 9th - 14th April – Portuguese school will participate in a project meeting in Slovenia with the participation of 2 students

· 15th - 20th May – all schools will meet in Romania for the final project meeting with the participation of 2 Estonian and 2 Slovenian students.

This project has enabled all participants (teachers and students) to focus on the European dimension, mainly on the integration of different communities so as to prevent xenophobic attitudes. An example of it was the film produced by the Estonian school about European integration and viewed by all partner schools. The project has also allowed the discussion of approaches to improve the learning of foreign languages for students and for teachers.

   During the meeting in Tallinn, teachers of the different countries met the school headmistress and teachers of different subjects. We also attended some classes and talked with the students. We attended a performance carried out by students at school and a special art lesson. We were able to see how different nationalities and disabled people are integrated in school. We were also aware of the facilities offered to students and teachers by the school system (dentist, nurse, free milk and bread). We could appreciate some of students´and teachers´works which were displayed on the walls.

   A history teacher guided us through medieval Tallinn and we experienced a medieval meal in “Olde Hansa”. We also participated in other cultural events. We went on a trip to the island of Saaremaa, where we visited medieval churches: Muhu, Karja and Valjala. We visited a primary school on island Muhu. We went to a meteorite crater in Kaali and to cliff Panga which was a very enriching experience, especially for the geography teachers. We sightsaw other medieval buildings such as Angla windmills. Finally, we went to the Bichop Castle.
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
